Spring Board Meeting Minutes

Friday, May 14, 2010

President Susan Boggs called the board meeting to order and asked for a motion to approve the proposed meeting agenda with flexibility.  

A motion was made by Judy Maver and seconded by Shawn Grime.  

A unanimous vote by Amanda Leszczuk, Gail Logan, Rick Bondy, Sara Williams, Judy Maver, Susan Boggs, Shawn Grime, Dakota King-White, Deb Gray, & Melissa Gayhart approved the agenda.

The board collectively reviewed our governing style, ground rules for meetings, board member roles and responsibilities, and board member code of conduct.  

Governmental Relations Report:

*Kelley Schubert testified before the State Board of Education to advocate for the school counselor definition in HB1 to also be placed in ODE’s operating standards rules.  The response was not favorable at this point, stating that the definition is already in the law and does not need to be duplicated.  The student-to-counselor ratio included in HB1 will be addressed later this year when ODE files its expenditure rules. 

*Carolyn Towner provided updates regarding the debate on nutrition and physical education standards, potential on-line classes as a way to make-up calamity days, state academic changes, and the textbook affordability act.

*In the 22nd House District, Angel Rhodes (OSCA Government Affairs Chair) won her primary and will be contending for a seat in the House in November.

*Carolyn received positive feedback from Legislative Advocacy Day and especially commended those who gave thank you’s to legislators for including counselors in HB1.

President-Elect’s Report:

*Introduction of Alison Hooper, OSCA’s new administrative assistant.

*Discussion of when memberships should be considered lapsed/ended.  A suggestion of six months past due was presented.

*A trial will take place to determine if district directors should have “limited administrator access” in Wild Apricot to e-mail their district.

* A vote will be taken tomorrow regarding keeping the OSCA emails or not if members prefer using their personal e-mails for correspondence.

*Shawn Grime presented his free trial version of “Constant Contact”, a way to communicate monthly in e-newsletter format.

*A trial of “Go To Meeting” was also discussed for board purposes and/or webinar capabilities as an extension of OSCA’s professional development opportunities.

*Lindenwood has expressed interest in offering one graduate credit for $60 for participating in 12-15 hours of OSCA professional development (in addition to the conference) if these webinars materialize.

*Proposed budget for next fiscal year was presented.  Board members are asked to review the budget prior to the summer LDI, at which time a vote will be taken.

*Consideration needs to be put toward restructuring committees to reflect the current needs of the organization.
